 ABOUT OUR PARISH  
 

 The Cathedral Parish of St. Raphael was formed on July 1, 2008 by the 
merger of three historic parishes that were established within a few 
blocks of the Capitol Square during the nineteenth century. 
 

The buildings of two of those historic parishes ð Holy Redeemer and 
St. Patrick ð provide the current facilities for the Cathedral Parish.  At 
Holy Redeemer Church on West Johnson Street, Mass is offered in 
English, Spanish and Latin (according to the Missal of 1962).  Mass is 
offered in English only at St. Patrick on East Main Street.  The parish 
rectory is at the Holy Redeemer site, while the offices are at the St. Pat-
rick location. 
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 FROM THE RECTOR  
 

Dear Friends in Christ: 
 

Next weekend, you will be invited to recommit yourself to the life and 
mission of our parish ð specifically to support the work of the parish 
through the contribution of your time, talent and treasure.  This is an 
important moment each year in the life of our parish, and I invite you to 
take some time during the coming week to reflect on what your re-
sponse should be. 
 

We are called to live and witness to our 
faith in many contexts.  Beyond the parish 
and daily life ð two contexts in which every 
Catholic is called to live the faith ð there are 
countless movements, organizations and 
associations dedicated to the mission of the 
Church in which we can participate.  This 
week, I would like to write a few words 
about one such Catholic organization, the 
Knights of Columbus. 
 

The Knights of Columbus is a group for 
Catholic men, founded originally as a soci-
ety for mutual help at a time when òworkmanõs compensationó and 
òsurvivorsõ benefitsó were unknown.  In the last 127 years, the Knights 
have shown themselves to be extremely loyal to the values of the 
Church and generous in collaborating in its mission. 
 

The local unit for the Knights of Columbus is the òcouncil.ó  There are a 
number of councils in the City of Madison and the surrounding area.  
The first council in Madison, #531, was originally very much associated 
with St. Raphaelõs.   More recently, the KC council present on the isth-
mus has been #6568.  And thatõs a bit of a story.  Council #6568 is the 
College Council at the University of Wisconsin.  For many years, this 
council had many non-student members ð who contributed a great deal 
in terms of stability and leadership for the council.  A few years ago, 
there was the effort to make Council #6568 more strictly for college stu-
dents, and to create a òsister council,ó #65680, for non-students.  The 
councils are currently separate òonly on paperó ð meeting and doing 
their programs together. 
 

Next weekend, when we have our recommitment drive for the parish, 
there will also be one or two representatives of the Knights of Colum-
bus on hand after each Mass to invite the men of the parish to look into 
Knights of Columbus membership, and to attend a council meeting (at 
Holy Redeemer) the following week. 
 

For more than ten years, the college council, 6568, has been present ð in 
meetings, programs and service projects ð at Holy Redeemer.  The 
members of that council are younger than most Knights, making that 
council a good fit for the many younger men in this parish.  Itõs my 
hope that a number of men of the parish will be interested in becoming 
Knights ð bringing new life to that council and our parishioners another 
context in which to support the mission of the Church.
